Vendor must at its own expense and at the discretion of the Buyer either repair the deficiency or provide re- 
performance of the Services or replacement of delivery. This provision also applies to delivery subject to 
inspection by sample test. The discretion of the Buyer shall be final. 

 

17. Inspection 
a) All materials supplied against the order should conform strictly to the specifications laid down by the 

Buyer, and should be new, merchantable quality, fit for their intended purpose and should be in line with 
“Quality Assurance Plan”, if any, which must be approved in advance by the Buyer. All such materials will 
be subject to inspection and approval by the Buyer, either at the Vendor’s premises and/or at the place of 
delivery indicated by the Buyer.

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All rejected material from the Buyer’s site store shall be removed by the vendor at their own cost positively 
within 15 days from the date of rejection note / intimation issued by the Buyer to them. In case of any 
failure to remove the same by the vendor within the stipulated period, the Buyer shall have all rights to 
remove the rejected materials/goods from their premises and discard it. Any cost on this account would be 
debited to vendor’s account. 

 
c) The Buyer under no circumstances will be liable or held accountable for any damage, loss, deterioration of 

the rejected materials/goods for discarding the material/goods, or for any value for it. 
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18. Damage or loss in transit 
a) Subject to the terms of the Order, the Vendor undertakes at its own expense to replace goods lost or damaged 

in transit. 
b) The delivery will not be deemed to have taken place until replacement items are delivered to the satisfaction 

of the Buyer. 

 

19. Ownership and risk 
Subject to the terms of the delivery and without prejudice to PREJHA Foundation’s other rights under the 
Conditions of the Order: 

a) Ownership in the Goods shall pass to PREJHA on delivery and acceptance.
