(JHARKHAND ACT, 10, 2018)

Preamble

An Act to provide for the establishment and incogton of the RAMCHANDRA
CHANDRAVANSI UNIVERSITY in the State of Jharkhand, and to confer the status Private
University thereon and for matters connected théheand incidental thereto;

WHEREAS it is expedient to provide for the estdimient and incorporation of tiRAMCHANDRA
CHANDRAVANSI UNIVERSITY at PALAMU, Jharkhand promoted by Ramchandra Chashsi
Welfare Trust Ratu Road, Ranchi, Astha Regency, Flat No. 15,l&8xjpl2A/2007-08 (Registration
No. 7298 dated 02.08.2006) and to confer the ste#tasPrivate University thereon and for the matter
connected therewith and incidental thereto;

It is hereby enacted in the Sixty-Nineth year @& Republic of India, by the Legislature of Jharkthan
as follows:
1. Short Title, Extent and Commencement.
(1)This Act may be calledThe RAMCHANDRA CHANDRAVANSI UNIVERSITY  Act, 2018".

The university shall make provisions for resd¢ion of non-teaching posts in the
university for the persons domiciled in the Statellmarkhand to the extent of at least
fifty percent of the total number of non-teachiras{s of the university. The reservation
of seats shall be regulated by the laws and oafaige State Government from time to time.
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(6) The university shall appoint adequate numif¢eachers and officers in the University
for maintaining the academic standards specifietistnall ensure that the qualifications
of such teachers or officers of the university khat be lower than prescribed by the
relevant Regulatory Bodies.

(7 The university shall compulsorily place in tpeblic domain every information in
relation to the University which would be of intsteto the students and other
stakeholdersnter alia, including the courses offered , number of seat$eu different
categories, fees and other charges, facilitiesaanenities offered, faculty in place and

The Sponsoring Body who intends to dissolve thevehsity shall give a notice to that
effect in the prescribed manner to the State Gonent.

Provided that the dissolution of the University IEhave effect only after the
last batches of students of the regular courses bampleted their courses and they
have been awarded degrees, diplomas or, as thenegsee, awards.

On the dissolution of the University all thesets and liabilities of the University shall
vest in the Sponsoring Body in the manner as mgyéscribed.

Where the State Government decides under sttips€1) to dissolve the University, it
may vest the powers of the Governing Body in threspribed manner to other societies

Where the State Government is of the opiniat the University has contravened any
of the provisions of this Act, the Rules, the Staguor the Ordinances made thereunder
or has violated any of the direction issued bynider this Act or a situation of financial
mismanagement or mal-administration has ariserhéenUniversity, it shall issue the
notice requiring the University to show cause witliorty-five days as to why an
administrator be not appointed.

On receipt of reply of the University on thetine issued under sub section (1), if the
State Government is satisfied that there is a pfane case of contravention of any of
the provision of this Act, the Rules, the Statuteshe Ordinances made thereunder or
violation of directions issued by it under this Amtthere is financial mismanagement
or maladministration, it shall make an order offsunjuiry as it may consider necessary.
