(JHARKHAND ACT, 13, 2017)

An Act to provide for the establishment and incaoghion of theSARLA BIRLA UNIVERSITY in
the State of Jharkhand, and to confer the statua Bfivate University thereon and for matters
connected therewith and incidental thereto;

WHEREAS it is expedient to provide for the estditient and incorporation of tHf®ARLA BIRLA
UNIVERSITY at RANCHI, Jharkhand promoted by Bharat Arogya AyhnMandir, Birla Campus,
Vill.- Ara, P.O.- Mahilong, Ranchi- Puruliya HighwaRanchi- 835 103 (Trust/Society) created and
registered under the West Bengal Societies Reti@miract, 1961 Reg.No. S/19480 dt. 29.05.90, and
to confer the status of a Private University tharemd for the matters connected therewith and
incidental thereto;

It is hereby enacted in the Sixty-Eighth year & Republic of India, by the Legislature of Jharkdhan
as follows:

1. Short Title, Extent and Commencement.
(1) This Bill may be calledThe SARLA BIRLA UNIVERSITY Act, 2017".

The university shall make provisions for resgion of non-teaching posts in the
university for the persons domiciled in the Staftelltarkhand to the extent of at least
fifty percent of the total number of non-teachirasts of the university. The reservation
of seats shall be regulated by the laws and omfettse State Government from time to
time.

The university shall appoint adequate numlbeéeachers and officers in the University
for maintaining the academic standards specifietistall ensure that the qualifications
of such teachers or officers of the university shat be lower than prescribed by the
relevant Regulatory Bodies.

The university shall compulsorily place in tpeblic domain every information in
relation to the University which would be of intsteto the students and other
stakeholdersnter alia, including the courses offered , number of seatteu different
categories, fees and other charges, facilitiesaanenities offered, faculty in place and
such other relevant information.

The Convocations of the University may, fonf@ring degrees, diplomas or for any
other purpose, be held in every academic yearemtanner as may be prescribed by
the Statutes.

The University shall obtain accreditation fréine National Council of Assessment and
Accreditation (NAAC) within five years of its estahment and such other regulating
bodies of Government of India which are connectéti ¥he courses taken up by the
University and inform the State Government aboatgtade provided to the University.
The University shall get renewed such accreditatiom time to time.

Notwithstanding anything contained in this Atihe University shall be bound to
comply the conditions mentioned in Schedule A ofs tiAct, and all the rules,
regulations, norms, etc. of the regulating bodiészovernment of India and State
Government and provide all such facilities andsdasice to such bodies as are required
by them to discharge their duties and carry out foections.

No person shall be discriminated against or beugledd from any office of the
university or from membership of any of its authies or from admission to any course of
study leading to a degree, diploma or other acadelistinction on the grounds of sex, race,
creed, class, caste, place of birth and religialiebor political or other opinion.
