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1. Objective
1.1.The Jharkhand Council on Science, Technology and Innovation aims to foster scientific
curiosity, critical thinking, and innovation among students enrolled in Schools, Industrial
Training Institutions (ITIs) and Polytechnic Institutions through a State-Level Quiz on
Science & Technology and Workshop on Emerging Technologies.
1.2.This initiative is designed to promote STEM education, encourage collaborative learning,
and provide hands-on exposure to emerging technologies such as robotics, IoT, Blockchain,
Biotechnology and Artificial Intelligence.
1.3.The program will engage students from across Jharkhand, offering them a platform to
showcase their knowledge and creativity in Science and Technology.
1.4.Further, this program will also inspire and encourage students to take up careers in Science
and Technology.
2. Eligibility
2.1.This quiz shall be open to students currently enrolled in any recognized schools or
Industrial Training Institutions (ITIs) or Polytechnic within the state and should be
categorized under the following category:
i.  Category I: Students of Classes 8, 9th and 10t
ii.  Category II: Students of Class 11*" and 12" and Industrial Training Institutions
(ITIs)
iti.  Category III: Students of Polytechnic Institute
3. Stages of the State Level S&T Quiz
3.1.Registration
i. The State Level S&T Quiz shall commence with the publication of an official
advertisement on the JCSTI Web Portal with approval from the High-Level Committee on
1%t July every year.
il. Participating teams shall register on the official competition portal.
iii. The teams shall provide valid identity proof for their eligibility under their category of
registration,.

iv. Participation shall be strictly in teams of two students from the same institution.
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v. Each student is permitted to participate in only one team; multiple entries from the same

individual shall be rejected.

3.2.0nline Quiz (Preliminary Round)

1. An online quiz shall be conducted on the official portal on a specified date as decided by

. If any team fails to attend the quiz on the specified date, the team shall be disqualified.

JCSTI shall not entertain any requests to reappear for the quiz.
JCSTI will prepare a Question Bank, separately for each category which shall cover the
following domains of appropriate academic level:

a. Fundamental concepts and applications in Science and Technology

b. Scientific development and Innovations

c. Contribution of Indian Scientists in ancient and recent times

d. Science and Technology in Jharkhand

e. Current Affairs in Science and Technology
Scoring shall be done according to a pre-designed positive/negafive marking scheme duly
approved by the High-Level Committee.
The cumulative scores of the teams under each category shall be calculated based on the
approved marking scheme.
In case, if there is no participation from a district in the preliminary online quiz, the
representation from that district will remain vacant, and the concerned Deputy
Commissioner will be informed accordingly. Based on the results of the preliminary online
quiz, the successful teams selected from all districts shall qualify for the state-level quiz

competition.

3.3.Selection for Final Event

The selection process for the 3 categories will be as follows:

For Category I (Classes 8th, 9th, and 10th) and Category II (Classes 11th, 12th, and ITI):

a. The preliminary round shall be conducted at the district level across all 24 districts of
Jharkhand.

b. From each district, one team shall be selected per category on the basis of highest marks
obtained; In total 24 teams per category (Category I and II) shall qualify for the State

Level Quiz Competition.
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ii. For Category III (Students pursuing Diploma courses from Polytechnic Institutes):

a. There shall be one preliminary online quiz round at the state level on the basis of which
the top 24 teams on the basis of marks obtained in the preliminary online quiz shall
qualify for the next round.

iii. In case of a tie:

a. The team with fewer negative marks shall be ranked higher.

b. Ifthe tie persists, the team with students from a lower academic grade shall be ranked
higher.

c. Ifstill unresolved, the team with the lower average age shall be ranked higher.

3.4.Final Event
i. The final Event shall be held at the Regional Science Center, Ranchi, as per the schedule
notified by the High-Level Committee.
ii. The final event shall begin with a two-day workshop on emerging technologies, followed
by the final quiz competition on the third day.
iii. The question bank for both rounds shall be developed by Subject Matter Experts identified
by the High-Level Committee. ‘
iv. The workshop shall introduce selected teams to emerging technologies through simplified
and interactive sessions.
v. Topics shall include Artificial Intelligence, Robotics, 0T, and other STEM-related fields,
with emphasis on hands-on activities and collaborative learning.
vi. JCSTImay collaborate with third-party agencies or educational organizations specializing
in STEM education to conduct the workshop.
vii. A pen-and-paper quiz shall be conducted on the third day for all categories.
viii. The quiz shall assess the understanding of workshop content and broader topics in Science
and Technology.
ix. Subject Matter Experts shall evaluate the responses and select winners based on scores.
X. In case of a tie in the final round:

a. The team with fewer negative marks shall be ranked higher.

b. If the tie persists, the team with students from a lower academic grade shall be ranked

higher.

c. If still unresolved, the team with the lower average age shall be ranked higher.

xi. The event shall conclude with a prize distribution ceremony recognizing top-performing
teams.

Selection of Subject Matter Experts

4.1.The High-Level Committee shall be responsible constituting a subject matter experts
committee with relevant domain expertise. _

4.2.The High-Level Committee will invite nominations from Institutes of National Importance,
State Universities, Government Engineering Colleges, etc. in Jharkhand for Subject Matter
Experts Committee and shall onboard them as per the requirements of the quiz.

4.3.The experts committee will be tasked with preparing the question bank for both the First
and Final Rounds of the quiz.

Selection of third-party agency for Workshop on Emerging Technology

5.1. JCSTI shall onboard a third-party agency for conducting workshop on Emerging
Technologies with approval from High level committee as per the Jharkhand Procurement
of Goods and Services Manual, and other relevant updates issued by Finance Department
from time-to-time.

Awards and Recognition:

6.1.Prizes will be awarded separately for each Category in the Final Round:

i.  First Prize: INR 50,000/-
ii.  Second Prize: INR 30,000/-
iii.  Third Prize: INR 20,000/-

6.2.All teams selected for the Final Round of the State Level Quiz shall be awarded a prize of
INR 5,000/- as Participation Prize. _

6.3. All Participants will be awarded Certificates, Trophy/Medal and Symbolic Cheque
recognizing their participation in the State Level Quiz on Science & Technology and
Workshop on Emerging Technologies.

6.4. All prize money will be transferred to the winning students registered bank accounts.
